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CHAPTER 15 

FINAL PROVISIONS 

 

 

Article 15.1: Annexes, Appendices and Footnotes  

 

The annexes, appendices and footnotes to this Agreement shall constitute integral parts 

of this Agreement.  

 

 

Article 15.2: Amendments 

 

1. The Parties may agree upon any amendments to this Agreement in writing. 

 

2. Amendments to this Agreement shall enter into force and constitute an integral part of 

this Agreement in accordance with the procedures set forth in Article 15.3 (Entry into force). 

 

 

Article 15.3: Entry into Force 

 

This Agreement shall enter into force 60 days after the date of the latter Diplomatic 

Note by which the Parties notify each other that their internal legal procedures for the entry into 

force of the Agreement have been completed or any other period that the Parties may agree. 

 

 

Article 15.4: Duration and Termination  

 

1. This Agreement shall be valid for an indefinite period. 

 

2. Either Party may terminate this Agreement by means of a written Diplomatic Note to 

the other Party. Such termination shall become effective six months after the date of receipt of 

such notification by the other Party.  

 

 

Article 15.5: Amendments to the WTO Agreement 

 

If any provision of the WTO Agreement that the Parties have incorporated into this 

Agreement is amended, the Parties shall consult on whether to amend this Agreement in light 

of such amendment to the WTO Agreement.  
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IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the undersigned, being duly authorized by their respective 

Governments, have signed this Agreement.
